Settlers Village Design Guides

Effective Date: July 31, 2006

A. Design Objectives

The Settlers Village neighborhood is intended to be a different kind of new
neighborhood.  It is intended to be a neighborhood with a more attractive streetscape.  A
neighborhood that emphasizes community, and interactions between neighbors.  A neighborhood
that’s safer for pedestrians and a neighborhood that wil l age gracefully, as street trees eventually
grow to provide a canopy over the neighborhood streets.  A neighborhood where people want to
live, now and for years to come

To help accomplish this objective, we have designed this neighborhood with some
different features, and have implemented these Design Guidelines.  The streets in this
neighborhood are slightly narrower than in most other new neighborhoods.  This wil l help to 
slow traffic and discourage through traffic in the neighborhood.  Settlers Village wil l have
detached sidewalks, to provide more separation between pedestrians and automobiles.  A Tree
Yard, between the curb and detached sidewalk, will provide for street trees that wil l eventually
canopy over the street, adding to the charm of the neighborhood. 

B. General
1. All building plans and other required submittal information needs to be submitted to

the Approving Authority in conformance with the Covenants.
2. These Design Guidelines are intended to be a supplement to the Covenants for Settlers

Vil lage at SouthPointe.  These Design Guidelines may be amended from time to time
by the Declarant.  Submittals should conform with the Covenants and with these
Design Guidelines.

C. Streetscape
1. Each home needs to have at least a two car garage.  The garage may be attached or

detached.
2 Five foot wide detached sidewalks are to be constructed in the street right of way on

each lot. The separation between the sidewalk and the back of curb shall be generally
8 feet. The sidewalks shall attach to the curb at the bubble end of cul-de-sacs.

3. Street trees wil l be installed between the sidewalk and the curb as described further
here-in.

D. Setbacks
1. The minimum yard setbacks for the neighborhood shall be per the City of Pueblo

Zoning Ordinance. The setbacks to the principle structure are as follows:
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Location: Filing 4 Filings No. 1, 2 and 3

Zoning R-2U R-2

Side yard 5 feet 5 feet

Side yard adjacent to street 9 feet 12.5 feet

Rear yard 15 feet 15 feet

Front yard 18 ft. or 20 ft. (1,2) 25 feet

Front yard: Porches 8 ft. encroachment (2) NO encroachment

1 The minimum front yard setback shall be eighteen (18) feet.  The garage and the required off street
parking space for the lot shall be at least twenty (20) feet from the back of the public sidewalk.

2 Unless located beneath a habitable room or story, unenclosed porches, even if covered by a roof, are
allowed to encroach up to eight (8) feet into the front yard setback.

E. Street Trees
1. After occupancy of each house, the Declarant will in stall Street Trees in the Tree Yard

(the area between the curb and the detached sidewalk) in accordance with the
Declarant’s Street Tree plan.

2. The Homeowner wil l be responsible for watering, care, and maintenance of the Street
Trees adjacent to their homes, and will be required to replace any Street Trees that die
with a tree of the same variety or a variety approved by the Approving Authority. 
Street Trees replaced by Homeowners need to be a minimum of 1½  inches in caliper.

F. Landscaping
1. At least fift y percent (50%) of the front yard area shall be covered with bluegrass

lawn, or its equivalent.  For purposes of this section, the front yard is defined as the
area of the lot between the paved surface of any street adjacent to the lot and the
building setback line on the lot.  For the side street side of corner lots, it shall be the
area between the paved surface of the street and any fence placed on the lot.  See
covenants for further detail.

2. Builders will need to install irrigation conduits under sidewalks and driveways for
irrigation access to Tree Yards and side yards.

3. Landscaping wil l be required in the Tree Yard. At least seventy five percent (75%) of
the Tree Yard shall be covered with bluegrass lawn or its equivalent. Grass planted in
this area counts towards the total (50%) requirement required in the front yard.  If you
are building in Settlers Vil lage Filing No. 1 (old area next to the school) call for
alternative rules.  See covenants for further detail.

4. Concrete and asphalt wil l not be allowed in the Tree Yard except for driveways and
sidewalks that cross the Tree Yard.  Driveway and sidewalk locations are to be shown
on the Plot Plan and should not be constructed until the Plot Plan has been approved
by the Approving Authority.

G. Fencing
1. All f ences facing the street need to be constructed of solid opaque materials approved

by the Approving Authority.  These currently include natural rough cedarwood,
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concrete block, brick, stucco or vinyl, but other materials wil l be considered.  Fences
shall be no more that 6 feet high.  Chain link fencing may be used along side lot lines
and rear lot lines except where the side or rear lot lines are adjacent to a public street. 
No other material may be used for fences unless previously approved by the
Approving Authority.  

2. Except with approval of the Approving Authority, no fence or hedge more than two
and one half feet high should be installed closer to an adjoining street than the
dwelling or any other building located on the lot is to the street.  Along side streets of
corner lots, fences may be extended to the property line but not into the right of way.

H. House Size & Height
1. Minimum square footage is 1200 for a single story house and 1400 for a multiple story

house.  This measurement includes only enclosed, heated, above ground areas.  It does
not include basements, garages, porches, patios, etc.

2. Your house may not exceed 2 stories.

I. Mail  Boxes
1. In most locations the U.S. Postal Service requires that group mail boxes be used. The

group boxes will be maintained by the U.S. Postal Service.
2. On Bison, Bobcat, Pheasant, or Raccoon lanes and Marmot Court, the Declarant will

provide the Builder with a mail box standard and mail boxes to be installed by the
Builder at the location specified by the Declarant. After initial installation, each
Homeowner wil l be responsible for maintenance and upkeep of their mail box
facilities. Any mail box facilit ies that need to be replaced should be replaced with
boxes and materials similar in size, shape and color to the original facilities, or as
approved by the Approving Authority.

J. Other
1. For 3332 and 3402 Lions Den Court,  the house and garage access must face Lions

Den Court.  No direct access to Prairie Hawk Lane wil l be allowed.
2. For 2903 and 2904 Prairie Hawk Lane, the house and garage access must face Prairie

Hawk Lane.
3. Corner lots abutting Hollywood Drive will have access to the residential streets on the

front of these lots, but, direct access to these lots from Hollywood Drive is not
allowed.

Design Guidelines

Effective Date: March 6, 2007

A. Design Objectives

The Heritage Vil lage neighborhood is intended to be a different kind of new
neighborhood.  It is intended to be a neighborhood with a more attractive streetscape.  A
neighborhood that emphasizes community, and interactions between neighbors.  A neighborhood
that wil l age gracefully, as street trees eventually grow to provide a canopy over the
neighborhood streets.  A neighborhood where people want to live, now and for years to come

To help accomplish this objective, we have designed this neighborhood with some
different features, and have implemented these Design Guidelines.  The streets in this
neighborhood are slightly narrower than in most other new neighborhoods.  Together with
detached sidewalks and shallower front set-backs, this will help to enhance the intimacy and
friendliness of the neighborhood. A Tree Yard, between the curb and detached sidewalk, will
provide for street trees that wil l eventually canopy over the street, adding to the charm of the
neighborhood.

B. General

1. All building plans and other required submittal information need to be submitted to the
Approving Authority in conformance with the Covenants.

2. These Design Guidelines are intended to be a supplement to the Covenants for
“Heritage Vil lage at SouthPointe”.  These Design Guidelines may be amended from
time to time by the Declarant.  Submittals should conform with the Covenants and
with these Design Guidelines.

3. Builders are encouraged to achieve consistency in the design details for the particular
architectural style of the home they are building.

4. Curb cuts have been installed by the Declarant. Builders are advised to locate the
existing curb cut on each lot prior to placing the house plan on the lot.

C. Setbacks
The minimum yard setbacks for the neighborhood shall be per the City of Pueblo Zoning

Ordinance. The setbacks to the principle structure are as follows:

Location: Filing 4 Filings No. 1, 2 and 3

Zoning R-2U R-2, Special Area Plan

Side yard 5 feet 5 feet

Side yard adjacent to street 9 feet 12.5 feet

Rear yard 15 feet 15 feet
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Front yard 18 ft. or 20 ft. (1,2) 15 feet to house front
20 feet to garage front

Front yard: Porches 8 ft. encroachment (2) NO encroachment

1 The minimum front yard setback shall be eighteen (18) feet.  The garage and the required off street
parking space for the lot shall be at least twenty (20) feet from the back of the public sidewalk.

2 Unless located beneath a habitable room or story, unenclosed porches, even if covered by a roof, are
allowed to encroach up to eight (8) feet into the front yard setback.

D. Streetscape
1. The front elevation of the house should be at least 35 feet wide.
2. Each home needs to have at least a two car garage. The garage may be attached or

detached.
3 Doors and windows located on the front elevation of each home need to be trimmed

with trim boards, pop outs, or some other trimming detail unless otherwise approved
by the Approving Authority.

4. Five foot wide detached sidewalks are to be constructed in the street right of way on
each lot. The separation between the sidewalk and the back of curb shall be 8 feet.

5. The Approving Authority may, at its sole discretion, grant variances to these
streetscape restrictions that aren’t specifically required by the Covenants. The
Approving Authority will r eview requests for variances to the streetscape restrictions
on a case by case basis and may grant said variances if, in the sole judgment of the
Approving Authority, the plan proposed possesses attractive design characteristics that
wil l enhance the curb appeal of the proposed dwelling and will fit h armoniously with
adjacent homes.

E. Street Trees
1. After occupancy of each house, the Declarant will in stall Street Trees in the Tree Yard

(the area between the curb and the detached sidewalk) in accordance with the
Declarant’s Street Tree plan.

2. The Homeowner wil l be responsible for watering, care, and maintenance of the Street
Trees adjacent to their homes, and will be required to replace any Street Trees that die
with a tree of the same variety or a variety approved by the Approving Authority. 
Street Trees replaced by Homeowners need to be a minimum of 1½ inches in caliper.

F. Landscaping
1. At least fift y percent (50%) of the front yard area shall be covered with bluegrass

lawn, or its equivalent.  For purposes of this section, the front yard is defined as the
area of the lot between the paved surface of any street adjacent to the lot and the
building setback line on the lot.  For the side street side of corner lots, it shall be the
area between the paved surface of the street and any fence placed on the lot.  See
covenants for further detail.

2 Builders will need to install irrigation conduits under sidewalks and driveways for
irrigation access to Tree Yards and side yards.

3. Landscaping wil l be required in the Tree Yard. At least seventy five percent (75%) of
the Tree Yard shall be covered with bluegrass lawn or its equivalent. Grass planted in
this area counts towards the total (50%) requirement required in the front yard.  If you
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are building in Herit age Vil lage Filing Nos. 1, 2 or 3 call f or alternative rules.  See
covenants for further detail.

4. Concrete and asphalt wil l not be allowed in the Tree Yard except for driveways and
sidewalks that cross the Tree Yard.  Driveway and sidewalk locations are to be shown
on the Plot Plan and should not be constructed until the Plot Plan has been approved
by the Approving Authority.

G. Fencing
1. All f ences facing the street need to be constructed of solid opaque materials approved

by the Approving Authority.  These currently include natural rough cedarwood,
concrete block, brick, stucco or vinyl, but other materials wil l be considered.  Fences
shall be no more that 6 feet high.  Chain link fencing may be used along side lot lines
and rear lot lines except where the side or rear lot lines are adjacent to a public street. 
No other material may be used for fences unless previously approved by the
Approving Authority. 

2. Except with approval of the Approving Authority, no fence or hedge more than two
and one half feet high should be installed closer to an adjoining street than the
dwelling or any other building located on the lot is to the street.  Along side streets of
corner lots, fences may be extended to the property line but not into the right of way.

H. House Size & Height
1. Minimum square footage is 900 for a single story house and 1200 for a multiple story

house.  This measurement includes only enclosed, heated, above ground areas.  It does
not include basements, garages, porches, patios, etc.

2. Your house may not exceed 2 stories.

I. Mail  Boxes
1. In most locations the U.S. Postal Service requires that group mail boxes be used. The

group boxes will be maintained by the U.S. Postal Service.
2. On streets in Filing Nos. 1, 2 and 3,  the Declarant will provide the Builder with a mail

box standard and mail boxes to be installed by the Builder at the location specified by
the Declarant. After initial installation, each Homeowner wil l be responsible for
maintenance and upkeep of their mail box facilities. Any mail box facilit ies that need
to be replaced should be replaced with boxes and materials similar in size, shape and
color to the original facilities, or as approved by the Approving Authority.

J. Other
1. Vehicular access to  lots adjacent to Hollywood Drive and Vinewood Lane should be

provided from the local residential streets in front of the these lots.  Direct access to
Hollywood Drive and Vinewood Lane from these lots will not be allowed.

2. For 3528 and 3529 Ringtail Lane, the house and garage access must face Ringtail
Lane. No direct access to Raccoon Lane wil l be allowed from these two lots.
